The Cornmill Stable Mews Cottages

Access Statement

Introduction
The Cornmill is in the hamlet of Kirby Mills, just outside Kirkbymoorside off the north side of the A170 heading towards Pickering. The stable mews cottages are built out of stone and look over our courtyard, with one having a balcony also looking over the Mill Race. There is a 8-inch step to enter the cottages, which – due to size and layout – are not suitable for wheelchair users.

Pre-Arrival
We have a website – www.kirbymills.co.uk – which has some pictures of the cottages and directions to The Cornmill. We also have entries on multiple other Tourist Board, etc., websites

Kirby Mills is directly off the north side of the A170 – the main road between Thirsk and Scarborough, running through Helmsley, Kirkmoorside and Pickering – and our entrance is about 25 yards up on your right: signs stating Entrance and Car Park are visible

The 128 bus service runs between Scarborough and Helmsley (Sutton Bank in the summer) usually hourly. There are bus stops each way (eastwards and westwards) for Kirby Mills, about 40 yards from us. Timetables for this service can be found at www.eyms.co.uk / buscall@eyms.co.uk / 01482 22 22 22

The nearest railway station is in Malton about 15 miles away. Taxis are usually available at the station, or we can provide phone numbers of taxi firms if requested. In addition, Malton bus station is about 75 yards from the railway station and you can get a Yorkshire Coastliner bus (which also serves York railway station) from there to Pickering Eastgate, where you can meet up with the 128 from Scarborough (see previous paragraph)

Kirkbymoorside is about 12 minutes walk from us and has two convenience stores (Co-op and Spar), two delicatessens and a number of other shops. There are larger stores in Pickering which is about 6 miles to the east of us

Arrival and Car Parking
We have a private car park for up to eight cars, accessed from Kirby Mills by turning into our private drive and over the bridge that spans our Mill Race. Reception is accessed via a concrete ramp and is signposted.

The drive and car park is gravel and access to the cottages is via a wooden footbridge over our Mill Race, leading to the courtyard which has a crazy paving path around a central gravel area. If the distance from the car park to the cottage proves difficult for unloading the car, we can give you access into the courtyard which will allow you to unload directly outside your door, before returning to the car park.

We normally ask for an expected time of arrival to ensure that we are around to welcome you. Check in is normally from 2.00pm although we can be flexible about earlier arrivals to drop luggage off, etc., but can’t guarantee that the cottage will be ready before the stated time

We give you an introductory tour of the cottage, identifying the main items, use of the heating, etc.
Main Entrance & Reception
On arrival, Reception is accessed via a ramp and signposted. If you face the buildings rather than the gardens, Reception is to the left. Reception is normally locked, but there is a bell push to the left of the door which will let us know you have arrived, if we have not already heard your car and come through to greet you. The ramp rises from gravel level to 11 inches high over a 9 feet 7 inch distance. There is then a level area 7 feet 1 inch long by 4 feet 6 inches wide in front of the reception door which opens to the right. The doorway is 2 feet 8 inches wide and 6 feet 3 inches tall, over a sill of 2 inches.

Once you have your keys, you can access the cottage via the footbridge over the Mill Race. This footbridge is to the right of the reception block. There is a gate at the car park end (preceded by a gravel path) and the wooden bridge is 3 inches higher than the path at either end. The bridge is 18 feet 4 inches long by 4 feet wide, with wooden rails on either side to a height of 3 feet 3 inches. There is a crazy paving path from the bridge to the front door of the cottage, one cottage being 22 feet and the other 37 feet from the bridge.
As mentioned, the path is of crazy paving and not completely level.

Entrance to the cottage is via a doorway 3 feet 3 inches wide and 6 feet 2 inches high, with a step up into the cottage of 8 inches.
The ground floor hallway has a mat inserted at floor level in a tiled area approximately 9 foot long, followed by a 3 inch step up onto a carpetted area, which has doors on either side accessing the bathroom and thebedroom. The dining, kitchen and lounge areas are up the carpetted stairs. Due to the step up into the cottage and the internal size and layout, this is not suitable for wheelchairs.

There is a smoke alarm fitted to the ceiling of the downstairs hallway.

Public Areas – General (Internal)

Reception provides a number of chairs for guests, plus access to the courtyard via a door opening to the left and a doorway of 2 feet 4 inches wide by 6 feet 2 inches high.
We live onsite, in The Cornmill. Please ring the bell on the door marked “Private”, which is on the opposite side of the courtyard to the cottages.

Public Areas – WC
There are no public WCs within The Cornmill’s grounds

Dining Room Kitchen & Lounge
The dining, kitchen and lounge areas for the cottages are upstairs in an open-plan layout. The floor is wood laminate with a rug in the lounge area
The lounge area has a two-seater sofa including a double sprung-mattress sofa, plus a separate wicker chair. There is a digital TV with remote control, radio / CD player.

There is a smoke alarm fitted to the ceiling in the lounge area.

The dining area has a circular table plus 4 dining chairs

The galley-style kitchen has an electric oven, gas hobs, microwave, toaster, kettle and built-in fridge as well as cutlery, crockery, etc. A fire blanket is also located in the kitchen.
There are a number of fixed (wall and ceiling mounted) lights and free-standing lamps.

Laundry

We can provide laundry facilities for a nominal fee.
Outdoor Facilities
There are chairs and a bench around the courtyard, which – as mentioned above – has a crazy paving walkway around it. 
Guests are also welcome to use the gardens around the car park where other chairs and tables are available. Although the grass is kept short, the gardens are not completely flat and so unsuitable for wheelchairs. 
Guests can also access our paddocks and we also have fishing rights on the river. The paddocks are uncultivated and access to these and the river is unsuitable for wheelchairs or the infirm.

Bedroom
The bedroom is on the ground floor, off the hallway. The bedroom is carpetted and there is restricted access around the bed, hence is unsuitable for wheelchairs. One cottage has a king size bedded room and the other can be either twin or king size bedded.

Our beds are normally made with feather duvets and pillows, and cotton sheets. We can provide non-allergenic alternatives and / or blankets on request.

Bathroom & WC
The bathroom is also on the ground floor, off the hallway. The floor is tiled. There is a wall-mounted shower above the bath.

Additional Information

We operate a non-smoking policy in our cottages. Guests are welcome to smoke in the gardens and courtyard.

We can store medication and special dietary foods in our fridges, on request, and can accept delivery of any items in advance of arrival, given sufficient warning.

Mobile phone reception is generally fine.

We have wireless internet available (please ask for instructions about connecting).
